Is
architecture going the same way? Is it about organization and
planning, or does it, like art, challenge us and pose questions?

Contemporary art and architecture are now approaching each
other. Artist-initiated projects increasingly take place in
architectural spaces. Likewise, the architecture of today often
has a conceptual approach, where the content and the idea
behind the building is as important as the design. Like art, the
architecture of today functions as a conveyor of meaning for
our contemporary social debate.

In this seminar we hope to investigate the new roles of art and
architecture and what they together can achieve.
